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REGULATIONS OF S. S. PETER & PAUL CEMETERY
No animals allowed.
No glass containers.
No coat hangers or wire of any kind allowed for any purpose.
No planting - not bulbs, flowers, shrubs or trees.

No eternal lights, shepherd hooks or easels for support.
Any item which interferes with mowing will be removed.

All flowers placed into the ground in front of a stone or
marker must be in a metal cone.

Nothing may be placed further than 4" in front of the stone
or marker. This includes U. S. flags.

All new vases must be at the side or top of the stone or
marker, not in front.

Existing plantings (shrubs and bushes) must be maintained
by owner families to prevent them from intruding upon
adjoining graves. Failure to maintain will result in removal.

All Christmas decorations, including grave blankets, must
be removed by March 1.

The absolute maximum dimensions for monuments in

S. S. Peter & Paul cemetery are: 38" in width (from left to
right), 16" thickness (from front to back), 34" in height
(bottom to top). Nothing larger is allowed. See diagram below.

Please deposit all trash in containers which are located
throughout the cemetery.

Please observe signs directing one way traffic in several areas.
Speed limit is 10 m.p.h.

No admittance from dusk to dawn. This is for your safety
and the prevention of vandalism.
